
Root is a foundational catechetical experience focusing on the Creed for children and parents, with age-appropriate
content for each. Over the course of 6 at-home family meetings and 2 at-church sessions, parents will lead their children
to get to know the Trinity and the essential teachings of our faith contained in the Creed. They will deepen their
understanding of what we believe through hands-on activities and meaningful conversations.
